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Parent Teacher Organization 
The ISGNO PTO is an active organization made up of people who are committed to promoting the welfare of our Muslim children and youth through a variety of activities. In addition, the PTO provides a forum for discussion on a variety of topics of concern for the ISGNO Parent and Teacher Community. 
Some activities that the PTO has been involved with in the preceding school years included organizing Heritage Fairs, Eid activates, and various Fund Raising Activities. The PTO also planned various teacher appreciation actives and conducted a successful book drive to benefit the school library. The PTO coordinates a variety of fund-raising programs (for special activities) that benefit ISGNO directly, publishes a newsletter, and holds monthly general body meetings. 

What are the objectives of this organization? 
1. To promote the welfare of our Muslim children and youth in home, school, and in the community. 

2. To bring into closer relation the home and the school, so that parents and teachers may cooperate effectively in the education of our children. 

3. To bring parental ideas, suggestions, and general issues of concern to ISGNO’s administrative and operational officers. 

4. To undertake special fund raising projects for ISGNO such as Heritage fair/ Science Fair, and to help find volunteers for such activities.
5. To help facilitate the election of Parent members for the ISGNO School Board.
Funds Collected by PTO

All funds collected by the PTO are to be deposited with the Principal of the School, to be used with consultation with the School Board.

Who should join the PTO? 
Membership is open to any committed, caring parent and/or teacher of ISGNO students, who is interested in the welfare of ISGNO.
Who is in charge of the PTO?
· PTO Board that is made up of elected officials. 
· The members of the PTO will elect for term of ONE (1) year a President, Secretary, and a Treasurer. 
· PTO Board members may be re-elected to serve at the most TWO (2) consecutive terms. 
· Only ONE (1) parent can serve as a PTO official at any time. A PTO official cannot serve on the ISGNO school Board concurrently.
What will be expected of me if I join the PTO?
PTO members may be expected to volunteer their time or resources to help out with PTO sponsored programs. Members should sign up for one of the standing committees if they have a particular are or interest, or may be asked to help our in other areas as the need arises. Additionally, monthly general body meetings are held during which the PTO Board updates members on programs, and members are given a chance to add their input.

How and when do I join the PTO?
The PTO conducts an annual membership drive in the fall, but persons may be admitted at any time during the school year. To join a member need only fill out the official Registration Form/Volunteer Survey and pay the $20.00/person (family) dues.
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
